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Your seven member Board of Directors meets regularly with the Americana Resorts Property managers and is in contact daily thru e-mail and phone to take care of business.  Each of these unpaid volunteers takes responsibility for one of these tasks: Snow Removal, Landscaping, Grass Cutting, Painting, Compliance, Irrigation & the Newsletter.

Most Aspens homeowners have experienced a sharp increase in the value of their homes.  In addition to today’s economy, there are other good reasons why our homes are attractive to buyers.  Our “Rules & Regulations” and the Eagles Nest “Declarations and Covenants” provide strict guidelines that are structured to maintain property values and it is important that these policies be carefully followed.

As an example, the addition of a window or a change to a porch will first require approval of the Aspens Board of Directors.  The next step is approval by the Eagles Nest Design Review Committee. Fees and time limits apply.  Subject to Board and Committee approvals, a Building Permit issued by the Town of Silverthorne must be obtained.  All permits and approvals must be obtained before construction starts.

Pets are limited to two per lot and must be kept indoors if unattended.  When outdoors, your pets must be supervised  in your yard and on a leash when being walked.
Pests such as the tent caterpillars have been at a minimum this year thanks to last year’s aggressive control.  Other pests, as cute as they may be, must not be thought of as pets.  These include: gophers, foxes, deer, ravens and magpies.  Although it’s tempting, DO NOT feed these creatures; you’ll do them more harm than good.   And - - in return, they’ll do you more harm than good by burrowing under your porches and nesting, eating your shrubs and  

flowers, and invading your garbage causing litter.   Remember, those cute foxes are wild animals with very sharp teeth that can bite a finger as quickly as a food scrap.
We’re looking good due to painting and driveway maintenance. During July and August, 17 driveways were sealed with petroleum based material designed to protect and enhance the appearance.  This process takes place for each driveway at three year intervals.  Twelve homes got a fresh coat of paint. Actually two coats of paint are sprayed onto the body and accent and two coats are brushed onto the trim. The work was accomplished by Allman Painting, Inc. of Breckenridge and was completed in less than six days.  The homes are painted in four year intervals.
The Snow Plowing contract was awarded to the Eagle’s Nest Raven Snowfighters for the ’05 / 06 season.  After a 4”snowfall, plowing will start at about 7:30 AM.  Alternately the plowing will start at #100 Blue Grouse and work west.  The next snowfall, plowing will start at # 1641 N. Chipmunk and work east. The following snowfall, the crew will start in the middle of the development and work toward both ends.  This scheme is intended to get everyone plowed out as early and fairly as possible.
