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It looks like winter has ended and that we’ll spring right into summer.  With that come dandelions.  Now, here’s this beautiful little yellow flower that nobody seems to like.  Yet, it requires no care, no watering, no Miracle Grow and it returns every year, just like the Osprey.  Last year, at the request of some homeowners, the Association paid a landscaper $500 to eradicate dandelions.  It’s pretty obvious that this is a losing situation, hence there will be no further funds spent to eliminate this species.  Perhaps we all can just try to like the dandelion a little more.  It’s here to stay. For some interesting options, see the back page!
Along with dandelions are some really bad noxious weeds.  Among them are: False Chamomile (crazy daisy), Musk Thistle, Canada Thistle & Yellow Toadflax (butter & eggs).  These weeds can be controlled by spraying the appropriate material obtainable free from ENPHOA.  This is a volunteer program.  For more information, call the Eagles Nest coordinator Stuart Richardson, 262-9024 or Aspens Landscaping Chairman, Kurt Steuer, 262-7928.
The heavy snowfall and aggressive plowing took its toll on our irrigation system.  However, the versatile Maintenance Crew from Americana has made the necessary repairs and the system is up and watering.  You may notice that the system is now set up to water less often than in previous years.  When our trees were newly planted, substantial watering was necessary to help them establish a good root system.  Now that is accomplished, much less watering is required.  The saving in water costs will help maintain a low maintenance fee.
Grassy areas damaged by the Town of Silverthorne snowplows will be repaired and reseeded by the Maintenance Crew.
